He
picked me up at 8:00 sharp at my hotel in Jacksonville. He actually
walked in the door as the second hand swung past 12 for 8:00. I
noted that 8:00 meant 8:00 with my new trainer. It turned out that I
was his first trainee. What an extraordinary person Ken Harwood
was! Ken performed everything he did at the highest level, and he
inspired me and everyone we worked with to greater things than I
thought we were capable of. 
I left P&G in 1992 after finishing a bachelor degree in engineering. 
 
Ken was always genuine, sincere, open-minded, and helpful, even
when I didn't agree with his approach, which was rare. He dearly
loved all his family and friends, and he was fiercely loyal to us, at all
times and in all things. 
 
In 2018 I reached out to Ken after 16 years, and he was and is my
friend - the friend I knew, respected and loved, just like always.
When I was diagnosed with stage 4 cancer that year, we met every
week. He continued to inspire and encourage me, and my cancer
was cured. I never got to tell him that, but I knew he was profoundly
affected that some of us got well, but his wife didn't. 
 
His wife was his first love and he was hers. They married young, so
I had to factor that in when I saw how completely innocent he was
when he started dating. Ken had no experience of unrequited love;
he couldn't see that not everyone we give love to gives love in
return. 
 
Ken is one of the most inspired and inspiring people I have been
blessed to know. I am a far better person for having known Ken
Harwood, and I am forever grateful to him. 
 
I reached out today to wish Ken a happy 69th birthday. He is a
month and a half older than me. I am shocked to the core to see I
have lost my friend. Rest in Peace, Ken. Enjoy your eternity.
